	The Classroom-Letter Bb
	Recognizing the sound of the letter b in initial position in words.  Pupils are asked to find the objects in the classroom that begin with the initial sound /b/ (letter Bb).
	Recognizing the sound /b/ in words that begin with the letter B; bag, ball, balloon, boy, book, bell, bat, banana.  
Sentence structure: Find all the things that begin with…..

	The Classroom-Letter Tt
	Recognizing the sound of the letter t in initial position in words.  Pupils are asked to find the objects in the classroom that begin with the initial sound /t/ (letter Tt).
	Recognizing the sound /t/ in words that begin with the letter T; teacher, tea, table, t.v., telephone, ten, two, trash can. 
Sentence structure: Find all the things that begin with…..

	Word Sort
	Review the words that begin with the letters c, b, t.  Sort the pictures according to their initial sounds.

	True or False-Letter A
